Southeast Asia is a geopolitically important region that includes the Strait of Malacca
and the South China Sea, key areas for maritime transportation. The countries of the region
have achieved remarkable economic growth by virtue of favorable geopolitical conditions
and the benefits of globalization. The region's population has now reached 650 million,
which is the sufficient source of cost-effective labor force to transform the region as a global
production center. Meanwhile, expanding job opportunities uplifted incomes and living
standards. As a result, it has raised huge amount of middle class with growing purchasing
power, which is the source of unparalleled consumer market. Southeast Asia is
Now the world’s growth center, driving economic growth worldwide.

On the other hand, the region faces a variety of challenges. In addition to domestic
issues such as inequality and poverty, the region faces global challenges such as climate
change, as well as various risks such as the U.S.-China strategic competition and economical
Decoupling.

For Japan, Southeast Asia has been not only the crucial node of sea-lane, but also one
of the largest trading partner and investee, which presents strategical and economical
importance for Japan. Due to this importance, Japan has cultivated a relationship of
coexistence and co-prosperity with countries in the region through ODA, trade, and
investment. Furthermore, for the inclusive and sustainable growth of Southeast Asian
countries, Japan is currently working to realize a “free and open Indo-Pacific,” a free and
open international order based on the rule of law in the region, in cooperation with countries
in the region and other countries, including the United States and Australia.

This year marks the 50th anniversary of the beginning of ASEAN-Japan relations in
1973. To commemorate the 50th anniversary of ASEAN-Japan friendship, and to pray for
further prosperity of ASEAN-Japan relations, the JTTRI Global Seminar would be held under
the title of “ASEAN-Japan Relations in the Next Half Century: On the Occasion of the 50t
Anniversary of ASEAN-Japan Friendship and Cooperation”.

Special lectures will be given by Mr. Bilahari Kausikan, former Permanent Secretary of
Singapore’s Ministry of Foreign Affairs, and by Mr. Koji Tsuruoka, former Ambassador of
Japan to the United Kingdom. Following the lectures, Mr. Makio Miyagawa, former
Ambassador of Japan to Malaysia, will serve as moderator for a discussion on future
ASEAN-Japan relations.
