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Masafumi Shukuri, Chairman, Japan Transport and Tourism Research Institute (JTTRI) 

Masafumi Shukuri was appointed in June 2018 as the Chairman of the Japan Transport and Tourism

In addition to his other duties, he 

is also presently the Visiting Professor of the Graduate School of Public Policy at the University of Tokyo. Furthermore, Mr. Shukuri 

has served as the Chairman of the International High-speed Rail Association (IHRA) since April 2014. He earned a Bachelor’s 

degree in Law from the University of Tokyo in 1974.
