As the Deputy Chief Executive (Infrastructure & Development) of Land Transport
Authority, Er. Chua oversees the planning, design, implementation and asset
management of rail and road projects, as well as traffic and road operations
management.

He was amongst the pioneers involved in the Mass Rapid Transit (MRT) System
projects in Singapore. He also headed the pilot studies and procurement evaluation
of the first Light Rapid Transit (LRT) System in Singapore and managed the E&M
systems procurement and design for the world’s first fully-automated and systems-
integrated North-East Line heavy metro system.

He is a registered Professional Engineer and a Chartered Engineer of Institution of
Engineers, Singapore (IES) and Institution of Engineering and Technology (IET), UK.
Besides being a Fellow of IES, IET and Academy of Engineering Singapore, he is
also an Honorary Fellow of ASEAN Federation of Engineering Organizations. He was
conferred the Republic of Singapore Public Administration Medal (Gold) in 2015,
Public Service Medal in 2011 and Public Service Star Medal in 2016.

Daisuke Fukuda is a professor in the Department of Civil Engineering, Graduate
School of Engineering, the University of Tokyo. He received his B.E. in Civil
Engineering from the University of Tokyo in 1997, his M.E. in Civil Engineering
from the University of Tokyo in 1999, and his Ph.
